STATEMENTS OF THE COURT

THE COURT: There is some indication that you more or less
didn’t think that it was against the law or was improper. Haven't

you had any moral training? Have you and your family gone to
church?

THE MINOR: Yes, sir.

THE COURT: Don’t you know that things like this are ter-
ribly wrong? This is one of the worst crimes that a person can
commit. I just get so disgusted that I just figure what is the use?
You are just an animal. You are lower than an animal. Even ani-
mals don’t do that. You are pretty low.

I don’t know why your parents haven't been able to teach you
anything or train you. Mexican people, after 13 years of age, it's
perfectly all right to go out and act like an animal. It’s not even
right to do that to a stranger, let alone a member of your own
family. I don’t have much hope for you. You will probably end
up in State’s Prison before you are 25, and that’s where you belong,
any how. There is nothing much you can do.

I think you haven't got any moral principles. You won’t acquire
anything. Your parents won’t teach you what is right or wrong and
won’t watch out.

Apparently, your sister is pregnant; is that right?
THE MINOR’'S FATHER, MR. CASILLAS: Yes.
THE COURT: It’s a fine situation. How old is she?
THE MINOR'S MOTHER, MRS. CASILLAS: Fifteen.

THE COURT: Well, probably she will have a half a dozen
children and three or four marriages before she is 18.

The County will have to take care of you. You are no particu-
lar good to anybody. We ought to send you out of the country —
send you back to Mexico. You belong in prison for the rest of your
life for doing things of this kind. You ought to commit suicide.
That's what I think of people of this kind. You are lower than
animals and haven't the right to live in organized society — just
miserable, lousy, rotten people.

There is nothing we can do with you. You expect the County
to take care of you. Maybe Hitler was right. The animals in our
society probably ought to be destroyed because they have no right
to live among human beings. If you refuse to act like a human
being, then, you don’t belong among the society of human beings.

MR. LUCERO: Your Honor, I don’t think I can sit here and
listen to that sort of thing.

THE COURT: You are going to have to listen to it because
I consider this a very vulgar, rotten human being.

MR. LUCERO: The Court is indicting the whole Mexican
group.

THE COURT: When they are 10 or 12 years of age, going out
and having intercourse with anybody without any moral training —
they don’t even understand the Ten Commandments. That’s all.
Apparently, they don’t want to.

So if you want to act like that, the County has a system of
taking care of them. They dont care about that. They have no
personal self-respect.

MR. LUCERO: The Court ought to look at this youngster and
deal with this youngster’s case.

THE COURT: All right. That's what I am going to do. The
family should be able to control this boy and the young girl.

MR. LUCERO: What appalls me is that the Court is saying that
Hitler was right in genocide.

THE COURT: What are we going to do with the mad dogs
of our society? Either we have to kill them or send them to an
institution or place them out of the hands of good people because
that’s the theory — one of the theories of punishment is if they get
to the position that they want to act like mad dogs, then, we have
to separate them from our society.

Pochismos

EsTeELLE CHACON

“If” an English dictionary contained the word Pochismos among
its definitions it would probably say: Pochismos — an unpredictable
scattering of Spanish words and phrases throughout an English
conversation. A Spanish dictionary would probably prefer to go out
of print rather than include Pochismos amongst its definitions. BUT
“IF” PERCHANCE it ever made the pages of a raunchy undig-
nified dictionary it would say “an unpredictable scattering of Eng-
lish words and phrases used throughout a Spanish conversation,
used solely by people of lowly birth.” To a Mexican, people of lowly
birth means a Mexican born in the U.S.A., (this is an in-family
definition, not a diplomatic one) who neither speak English cor-
rectly nor Spanish correctly. This, we must remember, is the de-
finer’s or grammarian’s definition. Por ejemplo la palabra “unpre-
dictable” is used in the definition because the scatterings of English
or Spanish phrases are considerably different in each sentence and
assuredly different when different subjects are introduced in the
conversation.

Pochismos demonstrates to me viable, fluid language — the Span-
ish King’s language it ain’t. An English king could never emotionally
endure such heresy. But to a Pocho it is el piquete that gives spice,
stimulus, color, drama and meaning to language’s true meaning and
that’s the communication of thought.

Formal grammarians would suffer terminal heart seizure before
admitting to its effectiveness. But then of course that is their own
personal hangup — fundamentalists find change too threatening and
prefer righteousness. But for the Mexican-American, Chicano, or
Pocho it is bi-cultural or more accurately stated it is his cultural way
of expressing himself. It is the integrating of the two languages a
Chicano hears and uses daily. It is my mother tongue. I am a
“Pocha,” my husband is a Pocho.” This label was first put on us by
the Mexicans, sometimes hatefully and contemptuously, and some-
times lovingly and affectionately. Por ejemplo two young Mexican
lads touring San Diego were cruising and looking for what two
young handsome lads look for and they would see two young chicks
walking down the street one would say Oye Mano ay van dos Po-
chitas bonitas. They would mean, hey brother there goes two pretty
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———, sorry no English counterpart for the word but for the lack of
a word you can fill it in with girls who were born on the north side
of the border whose parents were born on the south side of the
border. I, personally, prefer to use the word Pochitas, besides it has
Piquete.

Ahora les voy a decir that editors of Chicano papers should
try to include in every issue of their paper a glossary to attempt to
define Pochismos. It should be called POCHISMOS. Predictably it
will be inconsistent, inaccurate and probably very dissatisfying to
the reader primarily because of the inconsistency of its use.

The Chicano Poet, ALURISTA, to me uses POCHISMOS at
their ultimate beauty and maximum strength. ALURISTA, through
his art, raised the use of Pochismos to the esthetic level. (ALU-
RISTA, thank you.) ALURISTA has made me realize POCHISMOS’
beauty.

When in a Chicano (Mexican-American) group I talk the Pocho
way. In the past I always felt a little ashamed, because for many
years I thought grammar was language (along with grammarians I
was hung up on their dumb thing) and dogma. But after studying
General Semantics, reading ALURISTA’s Poetry, and accepting
change, I gave way to my feelings and a new intellect and noticed
that I felt good when I was speaking Pocho. In the past, the bad
feeling, while talking Pochismos, was the allowance of the Majority’s
imposition on me that right was wrong, and yet they had never
really been able to define right. And that is where the abstraction
and generality proceeded to castrate us (the Mexican and Mexican-
American in this gringo so-called idealistic democratic society ). But
that is another story and another feeling. If language is not allowed
change and remains rigid, mental arterialsclerosis occurs and chaos
prevails, for example La Crisis Urbana.

To my solely English speaking friends I wish I could share it
with you to its greatest delightful effect — but sorry it belongs only
to Pochos or Chicanos — we can’t even share it with our Mexican
brothers to the South. POCHISMOS belongs to bi-lingual people
and I am sure it must be even more delightful and effective if one is
fortunate enough to be trilingual and etc., and etc., and etc.

POCHISMOS is the most effective method that I have found to
give spice and meaning to language without getting hung up on
rules and regulations that stir up insecurities and distractions to
feelings and thoughts.

Mexican Culture and the
Mexican-American

Today when one speaks of Mexico, the name evokes different
images to different people. To some it evokes an image of Mariachis
playing one of the folkloric melodies from that rich Mexican folklore
which by now has become internationally known since the famed
Ballet Folklorico de México began its international tours. To those
who read the travel ads, the name Mexico evokes images of bull-
fights, of the skyline of modern Mexico City, of luxurious resort
hotels set in the lush tropical beauty of Acapulco, which has now
become the playground of the International “jet set.” The travel
posters also include photographs of exquisite baroque churches, of
beautiful colonial plazas and buildings, of outdoor markets, parks,
museums and of the famed archaeological zones of Teotihuacén,
Chichen-Itz4, Uxmal, Monte Alb4n and others.

For others the name Mexico evokes a different type of image,
an image of many poor people living in misery and squalor. North
Americans, above all, delight in photographing Mexican indigenous
people — whom we commonly and mistakenly refer to as Indians —
living in poverty and in the most unsanitary conditions. Though it is
painful for Mexicans to admit it, it is true that a great part of the
Mexican population is today still living in poverty and ignorance.
Behind the facade of afluent, modern Mexico lies an unbelievable
amount of misery and squalor. To state that such a paradox exists
in all countries today does not justify this discrepancy in the dis-
tribution of the nation’s wealth.

What then is “Mexican Culture?” The architecture, the archaeo-
logical zones with their ceremonial centers and sculptures, ceramics,
murals and other objects of art reflect the religious and moral values,
attitudes, knowledge and aspirations of Mexicans for more than
4,000 years. These are the physical manifestations of Mexico’s cul-
ture. More importantly, however, when we speak of Mexican
culture, it appears to me that we are referring to the collective
experiences of a great many people which have been recorded in
legends, pictorial codices, poems, histories, novels, dramas, essays,
in the popular ballad (the corrido) as well as graphically in the
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murals and paintings of artists such as the great muralists Diego
Rivera, José Clemente Orozco, David Alfaro Siquieros, Rufino
Tamayo and a great many others.

The “historical period” is said to begin in Mexico in the tenth
century A.D. when northern barbarians invaded the civilized regions
of Mexico where great civilizations had already flourished beginning
about 200 A.D. One of these great civilizations had its center in
Teotihuacan, twenty some miles from present day Mexico City, and
whose archaeological zone is today a great attraction for all visitors
to the nation’s capital. About 300 A.D., in Monte Alb4n in what is
now the state of Oaxaca, the Zapotecs had built ceremonial centers
so grandiose in their architectural concept that they rival the famed
Acropolis of Athens and the Roman Forum in scope. In Mitla, the
Mixtecs had constructed architectural marvels which never cease to
amaze modern scientists. During the “Classical Period,” arbitrarily
dated as between 300 A.D. and 900 A.D., the Mayas had also built
their great temple cities in Palenque, Bonampak, Chama and other
centers. The Mayas, in addition to their genius for mathematics and
astronomy (they had a calendar more exact than the Julian calendar
and had discovered the duodecimal system and the concept of the
zero before the Hindus and the Arabs), were architects par excel-
lence. The archaeological zones in Chiapas, Yucatan and Guatemala
remain as a testament to their genius.

The historical period begins in the 10th Century, because from
that date forward the history of the different Indian nations, the
Chichimecs, Toltecs, the Aztecs and neighboring groups were re-
corded either in legends, pictorial codices or sculpture. The great
civilizations of the Classic Period, which flourished in the Valley
of Mexico and Southern Mexico were not the only centers of civili-
zation in Middle America. Scientists are constantly making discov-
eries about other great civilizations which existed in the region now
known as Mexico. It is believed today that the Olmecs, an ancient
group believed to date back to 300 B.C., were the Mother Culture
of Middle America and influenced the arts and crafts of all the
civilizations which flourished afterwards.

Today, when we speak of pre-Cortesian Mexico, the Aztecs are
prominent because they were the leading civilization when the
Spaniards arrived, but it is known, of course, that there were many
other nations in Mexico at the time enjoying high degrees of civili-
zation. Both the Mayas and the Aztecs had highly developed philo-
sophical thought and literature. Although they did not have a writ-
ten alphabet, Spaniards later recorded their poetry and history.
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Thanks to the work of Nahuatl (Aztec) scholars Angel Maria Gari-
bay and Miguel Leon-Portilla, today we can read Aztec poetry in
Spanish. Indeed one can point to the importance of literature in pre-
Hispanic Mexico by recalling one of the greatest figures of ancient
Mexico, the poet-king Netzahualc6yotl, king of Texcoco in the 15th
Century who was also a great figure of ancient jurisprudence.

Mexican culture, then, signifies the collective experiences of
all these nations: Olmecs, Teotihuacanos, Zapotecs, Mixtecs, Chi-
chimecs, Toltecs, Mayas, Aztecs and a great many others, each of
which contributed in some form — architecture, art, ceramics, sculp-
ture or literature to Modern Mexico.

The Spaniards arrived in 1519. When they reached the Aztec
capital, they were amazed at the magnificance of Tenochtitlan, ac-
cording to Bernal Diaz del Castillo, who in his True History of the
Conquest of Mexico records the Spaniards” impressions of the Aztec
nation. Hernan Cortés, who led his army of several hundred Spanish
soldiers and thousands of Indian allies in the capture of Tenochtit-
lan, is considered by many historians as a great military genius. In
Mexico, however, you will not find a single monument, street, mu-
seum or anything named in his honor. The Aztecs were defeated,
but the defense of Mexico was led by the first of the truly great
Mexican heroes — the last Aztec emperor Cuauhtémoc. In later
years, tributes to his valor, his spirit and his great human dignity
have been sung by dozens of poets, novelists and playwrights. The
story of his torture by the Spaniards to wrest from him the secret
of a supposed hidden treasure has been told and retold for centuries.

With the defeat of the Aztec empire, Mexico became New Spain
and was a Spanish colony for exactly 300 years. All of us know the
extent of New Spain which reached to the present states of Utah,
Nevada, Colorado, Texas, Arizona, New Mexico and California. The
Spaniards brought with them their own traditions based on the
collective experiences of many pepoles: The Iberians, the Celts
Phoenicians, Greeks, Carthagenians, the Romans, the Visigoths and
the Arabs. The Spaniards of the 16th Century were the heirs to a
great literary tradition dating to great Roman writers such as the
great philosopher Seneca, the poet Lucan, and the humorist Martial.
During the Moslem period, in the 10th and 11th centuries, while the
rest of Europe was sunk in its Dark Ages, the Greco-Roman tradi-
tion was preserved and transmitted by Arab, Hebrew and Christian
scholars such as Averroes and Maiménides. Later periods had pro-
duced such great intellects and poets as Alfonso el Sabio, his
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nephew Don Juan Manuel, the Arcipreste de Hita, Juan de Mena,
the Marqués de Santillana, Boscan and Garcilaso de la Vega to
name but a few. The collective genius of these Spaniards, who at
the time of the discovery of America were imbibing the art, litera-
ture and philosophy of the Renaissance, was introduced to Mexico.

Literary production in Mexico began almost immediately after the
conquest. Spanish chroniclers recorded the events leading up to the
conquest and their impressions of America and the Americans. Most
of what we know today of the philosophy, religion, literature and
social and moral values of the Aztecs, the Mayas, and other indige-
nous peoples, is the result of the noble work of a few Spanish friars
such as Bartolomé de las Casas, Fray Toribio de Benavente, Fray
Diego de Durén and Fray Bemardino de Sahagin. These men,
motivated by their humanitarian spirit and intellectual curiosity,
studied Nahuatl and other native languages in order to learn from
the Mexicans the history of their ancestors. Las Casas and Bena-
vente, who took the Indian name Motolinia, have become immortal-
ized in Mexican history because of their defense of the native
population against the tremendous abuses of the Spanish conquer-
ors. The noble friars’ works, particularly the Historia general de las
Cosas de la Nueva Espaiia by Sahagin are still the best sources for
those who wish to learn about the ancient Mexicans.

In the 17th century Mexico produced outstanding literary fig-
ures. Inspired by the writers of Spain’s Golden Age of literature, the
Mexican writers Sor Juana Inés de la Cruz, Juan Ruiz de Alarcén
and Don Carlos de Sigiienza y Géngora soon equalled or surpassed
their Spanish masters. The first outstanding woman writer in Amer-
ica and a person of extraordinary intellect, Sor Juana Inés de la Cruz
wrote immortal poetry and prose which never ceases to amaze and
delight. The first feminist in America, Sor Juana’s writings reflect
her struggles to free herself from the restrictions placed on women,
even today, by society. In the theater, the dramatist Juan Ruiz de
Alarcén became the pride of Mexican letters. Those American intel-
lectuals who are such ardent admirers of French literature, yet
believe that no great literature has been produced by Spanish speak-
ing writers, are probably not aware that the French dramatist Cor-
neille declared Alarcén as his master and based one of his best
works, Le Menteur, on the Mexican’s play La verdad sospechosa.
The great number of works by Spanish writers practically plagiar-
ized by French authors is yet another story. Sigiienza y Géngora was
certainly a loyal servant of culture. He was especially learned in
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physics, astronomy, and mathematics and was quite proficient in
languages, history, and the antiquities of the Indians. Because of the
tremendous breadth of his knowledge, the Mexican savant was able
to write extensively on varied subjects.

The 18th century produced the humanists Diego Jose Abad,
Francisco Javier Alegre and Rafael Landivar. Another important
18th century figure is Francisco Javier Clavijero, author of the
Historia antigua de México, a history of the many groups who occu-
pied the Valley of Mexico prior to the Aztecs as well as of the latter
group. This work has become a classical work for modern researchers.

The 19th century saw the Mexican writer José Joaquin Fernandez
de Lizardi produce the first novel of Hispanic America, El periquillo
sarniento, a delightful and profound work available in English trans-
lation. The beginning of the 19th century also saw the rise of the
“género politico” with writers such as Lizardi and Andrés Quintana
Roo advocating independence from Spain.

The 19th century, of course, was the period of independence and
the immortal names of the Father of Mexican Independence Miguel
Hidalgo y Costilla, of Ignacio Allende, Juan Aldama, of Father
Morelos, Vicente Guerrero, Guadalupe Victoria and the many other
heroes of the fight for Independence come to mind.

The latter half of the 19th century began with the period of re-
form which evokes the names of such influential literary figures as
Ignacio Manuel Altamirano and Ignacio Ramirez, of pure “Indian
stock” and, of course, of the greatest Zapotec of all times, Don
Benito Juérez. Don Benito’s immortal words: “El respeto al derecho
ajeno es la paz,” have been the basis for Mexico’s policy of always
respecting the national sovereignty of all nations. One is reminded
that because of this principle, strongly engrained in the Mexican
conscience, Mexico’s leaders refused to break diplomatic relations
with Revolutionary Cuba despite the strongest pressures from the
U. S. State Department, and Mexico is still the only Latin American
nation to maintain diplomatic relations with Cuba. Mexico, itself
the victim of several invasions by foreign powers, is particularly
sensitive to the need of nations to determine their own fate.

Finally came the period of the Mexican Revolution of 1910
which profoundly altered Mexican society and its arts. Everyone is
familiar with the names of the Revolutionary leaders: Francisco
Madero, Carranza, Obregén, Pancho Villa and that most authentic
and incorruptible of revolutionaries, Emiliano Zapata, whose cry of
“Tierra y Libertad” still lives in the mind and spirit of Mexico. Less
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well known are the names of the intellectual theorists of the Revo-
lution, such as the Flores Magén brothers, Camilo Arriaga, Antonio
Soto Diaz y Gama, Otilio Montafio, Paulino Martinez and of those,
like Francisco Mujica, who drafted the Constitution of 1917, which
at the time was the most advanced document of social legislature
in the world.

The novelists of the Mexican Revolution — Mariano Azuela, Mar-
tin Luis Guzmén, Gregorio Lépez y Fuentes and José Rubén Ro-
mero, among others — revealed Mexican reality to the world as their
novels began to be translated into English, French, German, Russian
and other languages. Since then, the novels by Mexican writers
have had increasing recognition abroad.

The great muralists, Rivera, Siquieros and Orozco revived the
muralist art of Teotihuacan and Bonampak and brought art to the
masses in their frescoes, painted on the walls of public buildings and
later on the facades of modern buildings. With their great artistic
sensibility and human compassion, these artists depicted, for all the
world to admire, Mexico’s struggle for human dignity and social
justice.

The end of the Spanish Civil War in 1939 brought to Mexico
some of Spain’s leading poets and intellectuals who had been strong
supporters of the Republic. They had been the intellectual leaders
of Spain’s social and political revolution and upon the downfall of
the Republic, were forced to flee Franco’s tyranny. It will be re-
called that Mexico’s great champion of human rights, ex-president
Lézaro Cérdenas, opened Mexico’s doors to the Spanish Republic
in Exile and that said republic is still recognized as Spain’s legiti-
mate government.

These Spanish writers and philosophers were soon guiding
Mexico’s youth in the latter’s search for truth in the universities as
well as enriching Mexican letters with their literary production. The
Spanish Republicans have contributed greatly to making Mexico
City one of the greatest centers of Hispanic culture.

Always throughout recent times, Mexico’s leading writers and
thinkers — internationally known figures such as the political theo-
rist Vicente Lombardo Toledano; the educator-philosopher José
Vasconcelos; the poet, essayist and diplomat Alfonso Reyes; the
poet-philosopher Octavio Paz; the novelist Augustin Yafiez, pres-
ently Minister of Education, the brilliant Carlos Fuentes who writes
equally well in English and Spanish, the dramatist Rodolfo Usigli,
the anthropologist Alfonso Caso, and dozens of other first-rate intel-
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lectuals have continued probing, searching for the essence of Mexi-
can reality and seeking solutions to its problems. Their influence on
Mexico’s destiny cannot be underestimated.

The great ideals and objectives of the Mexican Revolution have
not been realized although much has been done in the way of agrar-
ian reform, education and in the arts. The Revolution, however,
created a nation which is conscious of its past. This new con-
sciousness has been reflected in Mexican art and literature. Although
Mexico today is not what its greatest leaders and thinkers had hoped
it would be, the noble beliefs and aspirations of its greatest heroes:
Cuauhtémoc, Hidalgo, Morelos, Juirez, Zapata and Lazaro Cér-
denas live in the hearts and minds of today’s youth, its artists, its
intellectuals and its great masses of people. The struggle for human
dignity and social justice is still very much alive.

Mexico’s heritage is one which encompasses man’s noblest tra-
ditions and aspirations. Its culture is a result of the fusion of Greco-
Roman ideals with those of the ancient American civilizations. Be-
ing Mexican means being heir to the collective genius of man for
thousands of years. The issue of whether Mexican-Americans are
Mexican or American is entirely irrelevant. The frontier which sep-
arates the Mexico which remained politically independent from that
which was conquered does not alter the Mexican-American’s reality
at all. He has continued being Mexican despite 121 years of con-
quest. American society has so decreed. It behooves Mexican-Ameri-
can youth, then, to know themselves. It has been said that a man
without a past has no future. Mexico has a past with great and
noble traditions. Mexican-Americans will learn about this past in
order to be able to determine their future.
